This 

assessment data is very important to help teachers plan for instruction and differentiate learning for individual 

students.  Although virtual, we are still meeting with teams and instructional coaches regularly to review data 

and talk about the needs of students and how best to meet those needs through curriculum and instruction.  As 

assessments conclude in the upcoming weeks, teachers will be begin to hold more small groups for this 

differentiation.

With the exception of kindergarten, elementary 

students will receive a letter grade and standards-based grades for 

reading and math.  A marking of satisfactory/unsatisfactory will be used 

for other content areas.  Kindergarten students will receive a standards-

based report card.
